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Before disassembling lock, please check the following:

1. Frame and doors to be parallel, straight with no bows. Clearance between Main door, Security door and Trim Frame
should be even. This can be checked by running finger along the clearance between door and frame.

2. Determine if door is Left Hand Hinged or Right Hand Hinge. (Fig.1):
Ensure the lock is the correct one for the door. Inner Housings are marked R/H or L/H. (Fig. 2).

3. Leave remote latches in place so that rack will not fall down.

4. Separate Front door from Security door. Rest Wire Hook on Hook Catch. Remove 3 retaining screws.

Middle screw is behind Locking Snib.(Fig. 5)
5 Push in Safety Button and push down Locking Snib to reveal screw.(Fig. 5). Middle screw can now be removed.
6 Remove Inner and Quter assemblies.

Installation

Take Care! Use new parts only. Do not mix any of the old parts with the new parts.
Insert Inner assembly making sure Latch Bolt gear fit into aluminium rack.

Detail - Latch Bolt fit into Aluminium Rack.

Make sure Safety Button is pushed in and Locking Snib is down on Inner assembly.

Align and fit Outer assembly to inner assembly, with top and bottom screws to 0.9 Nm.

10. Install middle screw. Do not overtighten.
